ice on the ground. It sometimes snows. Many
trees have bare branches as all their leaves have
fallen off. The daytimes are the shortest in the
year and the night times are the longest.

spring blossom (have flowers). Days start to have
more daylight hours.
In summer, the weather gets hotter. Days in
summer have the most daylight hours.
