Geography - Our topic this half term is Mountains and 

Volcanoes. We will be learning about these extreme 

natural disasters experienced in different locations 

across the world. This topic provides some wonderful 

opportunities for creative, geography and science, learning amongst other 

subject areas.  

English - This term in English, we will begin by focusing on 

Nature Poetry. Children will be exploring a range of poetry as 

well as discussing and highlighting poetic features. They will also 

be analysing poems, expressing their views and opinions of a variety of poems 

and creating their very own nature poem!

Children will work scientifically to carry out different 

tests, asking questions, recording data and explaining what they 

found out.
