Readtng

You will receive your reading book and diary by the end of this week. We have started

phonics and so the books your child will receive will match your child’s current phonic level.

It s very important for children to practise reading every day. Through reading children are
able to access the world around them and this supports the development in all other areas. It
is also important to foster a love for reading and we ask that you read a variety of stories to

them that they enjoy. If you have any spare time, we would love for you to take your child

to the library where they can explore lots of different reading materials and stories.

It s expected that children bang both their reo.d'mg dLo.rg and reo.d'mg book into class every
day. They will need to get these out of their bags and place them into a reading box. Your
child’s read‘mg dLarg should be ngned every time your child ts readLng at home, this should be
every day to best benefit your child. We are going to be giving out rewards for every five
reads theg do at home. This can on[g be monitored Lf the reo.d'mg dLarg is be'mg ngned and
ts coming to school every day.

We will read every day with a group of children and if your child forgets their book, it may
mean that theg miss out on reo.d'mg with an adult that dag.
